Immac Basic Screen 

 
The IMMAC-T software package, used as Interactive Multimedia Activity Centre by the 
Teacher, is loaded on the control PC. After Login, the following basic screen appears on the 
PC monitor. 

 
The screen is divided in 4 major windows: 

  

¶ Student Monitoring buttons window, containing the synoptical view of the student 
places. 

 

¶ Source Selection tabs window. This tab window is used to select the sources for the 
different groups 

 

¶ Group Function buttons window. This buttons are used for control of the selected 
group of students. Only those buttons which are activated are visible. 

 

¶ Student Individual Function buttons window. This buttons are used for individual 
control of a selected student, such as monitoring, intercom, keyboard/mouse 
takeover, etc..

The Student buttons window of the IMMAC-T gives a synoptically view of the classroom. The 
student number is indicated in the icon of the student place. Different colors are used to 
indicate to which group the student has been allocated. 

  
The student buttons are used for several functions, such as: 

¶ monitoring a student 

¶ intercom with a student 

¶ take over keyboard and mouse from student 

¶ send screen to student 

¶ programming to work groups, etc... 
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1.2  Group functions  
  
 
  

GroupSelections 

  
With the TIMASO-G systems, four workgroups can be used simultaneously, running four 
different audio programs.  
The teacher is able to communicate with one of this workgroups, or with all four at the same 
time. 

  
 Group Selections: Used to activate the student to group selection  
  
  
 Yellow - Group 1: for selection of workgroup 1. 
 Rose - Group 2: for selection of workgroup 2. 
 Blue - Group 3: for selection of workgroup 3. 
 Green - Group 4: for selection of workgroup 4. 
  
 Speak to All: for communication with all four workgroups simultaneously. 
  
 Speak to Group: for communication with only one workgroup. 
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1.3  Work group audio program functions

 Audio Active (Listen and Speak) 
 if Audio Source: 

Send the selected audio source to the workgroup. The source is audible by the 
students, and they are able to repeat through their microphone. 

 If Video Source: 
Send the audio and the video of the selected video source to the workgroup. The 
source is audible by the students, and they are able to repeat through their 
microphone. The video is visible on the computer monitors in real time. 

   
 Copy Audio: work copy audio (Listen and Speak with record of audio) 
 Copy Video: work copy video (Listen and Speak with record of video) 
 Copy A&V: work copy audio and video (Listen and Speak with record of audio and video) 

Only possible with IMMAS-S on student PCôs. Same as audio active, but the source 
and student voice are also recorded on the hard disk of the student PCôs of the 
selected workgroup. 
If video source, also the video is recorded on the hard disk of the student PCôs of the 
selected workgroup (if necessary hardware installed in the PC). 

  
 Copy Pause: pause of work copy 

Only possible with IMMAS-S on student PCôs. The student recorders (audio or video) of 
the selected workgroup are paused.

 Library: free work mode 

A student who is working in this mode, may work independent of the work group 
functions, such as Audio Active or Copy. For ILAS systems, the student can work with 
a local source through the copy plug on the student unit. For ICOLAS systems, the 
student can work with a cassette loaded into the recorder. 

  
 Conference: group conference 

Students can be put into conference, which means that they hear each other. Also, the 
teacher can be member of this conference group. 

  Up to 4 conference groups can be created. 
  
 Pairing: students working in pairs (conversation practice) 

Students can be put in conversation with his neighbour. Optionally, random pairing is 
possible.

 Student Monitoring:  

Discrete listening and viewing of a student. Selected by one of the student buttons 
  
 Intercom: intercommunication with the monitored student 
  
 Auto Scan: automatic scanning of the students 

 The students are monitored one by one, with a time interval of 10 seconds 
  
 Step Scan: semi-automatic scanning of the students 
  The students are monitored one by one on the rhythm of the Step Scan button  
  
 Mouse&Keyoard: 
  The mouse and keyboard of the student PC are token over by the teacher. 
  
 Screen to Student: 
  The screen of the teacher PC is transferred to the selected student.

The IMMAC-T control Centre allows the selection of 8 different sources by use of the Source 
Tab window. A not selected source is grayed. A selected source follows the color of the 
workgroup to which it has been assigned.  
The sources in the source tabs depend of the system initialization. Possible sources are as 
follows: 

¶ Cassette 1: source cassette recorder 1 

¶ Cassette 2: source cassette recorder 2 

¶ CD Audio: Audio VD player (can be direct audio output of CDROM) 

¶ Aux: Auxiliary audio or video source 

¶ VCR: Audio from a video cassette recorder 

¶ DVD: Digital Video Disk player (for video and audio) 

¶ Camera: Teacher video camera 

¶ Document reader: Document reader video camera 

¶ PC-SB: Audio from the PCôs sound card 

¶ Teacher: Teacherôs microphone.

 Screen to Group: 
  The group selection window is opened if more as one work group is used. 

The screen of the teacher PC is transferred to the student PC monitors of the selected 
workgroup. 

  
 Screen to Student: 
  The screen of the teacher PC is transferred to the selected student. 
  
 Blank Screens: 
  The screens of the student PCôs of the selected workgroup are blanked. 
  
 Toggle screen: 

Used during transfer of a student screen to a group to toggle between own PC and 
student.

 MonitoringWindow 

  
  

The bottom window of the IMMAC-T screen is used to display the status of the system during 
student monitoring or group functions.  

 During student monitoring, the status screen replaces the source selection tabs. 
During group control, the function of the group is displayed on the right of the group color 
button. 
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2.2 Icons in the Group field  
 
  

 GroupStatusWindow 

  
The group field (left bottom corner of the screen) has 4 different positions for the status 
indication of the four work groups. This indication is done by use of the same icon as in the 
function button itself.

3.1   Switching the installation ON  
  
  
 
 Turn lock switch SYSTEM to the right. 
  The system performs a test and brings up the system 
  The startup screen appears 
  The installation is ready to copy a program to the student places  
  
  
  

3.2   Switching the installation OFF  
  

Make a central log out or shut down (stop all student computers, if necessary give 
students last instructions). 

  Turn lock switch SYSTEM to the left.

ü The background color of the tab window follows the color of the group. 
  
  
 Press the desired student button(s) to program into the selected group. 
  

ü The Student Button will get the same color of the group. 
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 Press the Source Selection button to quit the programming function.  
  

ü The Source Selection Tab window replaces the Group Selection Tab window. 
  
  

Note:  
1) All students are allocated to the work group 1 after startup. So, there is no need 

to use this function if only one workgroup is used. 
 

2) Selecting a student who is already allocated to that group, has no effect. 
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4.2   Preparing a source for a work group.  
  
  

 BasicSourceSelection 

  
  
 The following source configuration is active when switching on the installation:   
  

ü Cass 1 (Cassette recorder 1) as source for workgroup 1 
ü Cass 1 (Cassette recorder 1) monitored by the teacher. 

  
The different sources, connected to the system, are allocated to a workgroup through the 
Source Selection Tab window. This window is always available during standard operations. 

  
 
 Two modes of operation, depending of the programmed work groups. 
  
 

 Case 1: Only one workgroup used.  
  
  This is the case when all students are allocated to the same group. 
  
  Select the desired source tab. 
  

ü The background color of the tab changes to the color of workgroup 1 (yellow). 
 

ü The selected source is audible through the teacherôs headset.
