Dorothee Bohle 
Professor of Comparative Politics at the University of Vienna

She joined University of Vienna’s Department of Political Science in 2021. 
Previously, she was a professor of Political Science at the European University 
Institute, Florence, where she was also the director of the post-graduate Max 
Weber Programme. From 2000–2016 she was a professor at Central European 
University, Budapest. She held numerous visiting positions, including the 
Center for European Studies, Harvard University, the European University 
Institute, where she was a Fernand Braudel Fellow, and the University of Florida, 
Gainesville. Dorothee Bohle received her PhD from the Free University of Berlin. 

Research areas
Dorothee Bohle’s research focuses on comparative political economy with a 
special interest in Eastern Europe. The main question informing her work is 
how global neoliberalism has shaped the emerging capitalist democracies in 
East Central Europe, and how it is being challenged since the Great Financial 
Crisis of 2008–2010 and the more recent COVID-19 crisis. She has published two 
books and numerous book chapters and journal articles. Her co-authored book 
“Capitalist Diversity on Europe’s Periphery” won the 2013 Stein Rokkan Prize  
for the Comparative Social Research.
